3.      MINUTES OF THE ORDINARY MEETING HELD ON 12 MARCH 2013:
RESOLVED: The minutes of the ordinary meeting held on the 12 March 2013 were proposed as a true record by Cllr Prince and seconded by Cllr Maude
4.      PROGRESS REPORT FROM THE MEETINGS HELD ON 12 MARCH:
